	Component
	Comment

	Inventory List
	· Include equipment and vehicles (owned or leased)
· Include all locations (shops, offices, work sites)
· Consider including common tools and PPE

	Legislative and Manufacturer’s Requirements
	· Review any legislated requirements for the items on the inventory list
· Review user manuals for PPE, tools, equipment, or vehicles

	Maintenance Schedule
	· Develop a maintenance schedule (including what item needs to be maintained, how it will need to be maintained, who will maintain it, and when it requires maintenance)

	Monitoring
	· Assign appropriate personnel to arrange or perform the required maintenance
· Monitor the PM program to ensure it is being followed as outlined 

	Removal of Defective Tools and Equipment
	· Include a system to remove defective PPE, tools and equipment from service

	Record Keeping
	· Retain records of all preventative maintenance (including inventory lists, schedules, external work orders, internal work orders, qualifications of personnel performing internal work)
