1. DO ensure awareness of pinch points.
1. DO ensure tag lines are utilized.
1. DO ensure proper isolation/ barricading/ covering/ of open excavations/ cages/ drive piles.
1. DO ensure proper offloading of piling materials.
1. DO ensure that auguring or drilling equipment is on stable ground and anchored properly.
1. DO ensure you are visible at all times to the rig operator.
