What are some good general safe work practices?
1. DO ensure the system is isolated.
1. DO open drain and/or flare lines.
1. DO attach inert material source to vessel.
1. DO open vents.
1. DO ground system.
1. DO displace hazardous material with inert materials.
1. DO remove inert material and check for hazardous material leaks.
1. DO continually monitor work areas for changing conditions.
1. DO follow purging safe work procedure step by step
1. DO ensure before entry, the vessel or confined space must be tested by a competent worker wearing breathing apparatus, for oxygen content, combustible gas (L.E.L.) and hydrogen sulfide.
1. DO ensure continuous monitoring may be required of the vessel or confined space atmosphere.
1. DO ensure that anyone involved in confined space entry is conversant with Rescue Procedures.
