What are some good general safe work practices?
1. DO ensure grounding on a firm and level base.
1. DO maintain the established minimum clearances from all power lines.
1. DO provide a safe access ladder.
1. DO ensure scaffold has a platform perimeter guardrail.
1. DO Anchor or tie a free-standing scaffold according to legislation.
1. DO NOT use a ladder sloped against the side of a scaffold at any time.
1. DO utilize a toe board on all platforms.
1. DO ensure tube and clamp modular construction is utilized. Wood construction is to be used only when absolutely necessary.
1. DO ensure proper safe scaffold tags are installed.
1. DO utilize a tag line when hoisting material.
1. DO minimize tools, material and debris on the platform.
1. DO ensure a hand line with a tool bag for tools is utilized.
1. DO ensure that when working at 3m (10 ft.), fall protection system must be used.
1. DO Follow scaffold safe work procedure step by step.
1. DO wear clothing appropriate to the task. Remember you can get sunburn and hypothermia at the same time when working at heights. 
1. DO ensure the roof is kept clean of debris such as wood, shingle parts and dirt. Be aware of loose items, such as electrical cords and tools. 
1. DO NOT walk on the roof when not necessary, as this may cause even more damage and increase your risk of falling. 
1. DO ensure adequate fall protection devices are used at all times. 
1. DO face the ladder and use the three-point contact.
1. DO keep metal ladders away from electrical sources.


1. Do not use defective equipment or components.
1. Do not use a harness or lanyard that has arrested a fallen worker.
1. Do not attach two lanyards together to make them longer.
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
